WALL OF ALLEGORIES
with Patricia Harsany and Nelli Szabd (HU)

15th of July > 10:30 - 14:00
16th & 17th of July > 11:30 - 18:00
Workshop and installation of the works

This project explores symbolic changes in the
material environment through the phenomenon
of colonialism. The aim is to create a common
collection of objects and stories. Two important
symbols of Agros are highlighted: the stone motif
as a historical symbol of independence, in which
the stone appears as an inlaying half, and the
local symbol of Agros, the rose. The two symbols
are presented as an interactive installation with
symbolic combinations of objects.

Patricia Harsany and Nelli Szabo have been
working in their common studio since December
2021 and both are in-house artists of the Art
Quarter Budapest. A common element of their work
is that they relate to frontiers of design and fine
arts by experimental, humorous, or philosophically
ironic ways.

Zoe Papaeracleous is an NYC-based dance
artist of Cypriot origin, born and raised in Baltimore,
MD, USA, with roots from Agros village.

The workshop discovers Agros’ unique heritage
of floristry crafts by engaging with real-life
experiences of the community through photo
documentary. Denise will be focusing on the colour
pink of the damask rose, which becomes a tool of
democratization for sensitive feelings and putting
gender differences at ease. A cyanotype printmaking
workshop will follow, suitable for all ages.

Denise Lobont is a Fine Arts graduate from
Bucharest. She uses the documentary format as
a tool to reveal unexpected beauty behind the
everyday triviality focusing on small communities
and their environment.

UP-OIKEIA
with Kyriakos Theocharous (CY)

Theocharous will visit Agros residents’ houses, and
will create an archive (via photo documentation)
with objects that are relevant to colonialism-
decolonization, through engraving and printing
methods, where art pieces will be created. A related
printmaking workshop will follow (suitable for kids
and adults), where we will explore the linoleum
technique, printing and reproduction.

Kyriakos Theocharous graduated from The
School of Visual and Applied Arts of the Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki. He has participated in
various exhibitions in Cyprus and abroad.

MAKE A BIRD NEST
with Bird Life Cyprus (CY)

17th of July > 10:00 - 12:00

Not all birds make their nests on trees and bushes.
Some birds, such as Great Tits need cavities, holes
or eaves to nest and raise their families. Such spaces
are far from abundant and putting up a nest box
can be a great way for providing a home to these
birds. Building your own nestbox is a simple, fun
and rewarding experience. During the workshop a
number of nests for smaller birds will be available to
be made and taken home, and nests for Scops Owls
will be made to be placed at the Agros community.
Founded in 2003, BirdLife Cyprus is the
most active non-governmental, non-profit nature
conservation organization in Cyprus. Through
science, advocacy, education and on the ground
conservation work, BirdLife works to protect wild
birds, their habitats and wider biodiversity in Cyprus.

HARMONY OR ICONOCLASM? THE
DECOLONIAL IMPLICATIONS OF USING
THE GREEK-CYPRIOT DIALECT IN

This project lays the foundation for a decolonial
discussion about the use of the Greek-Cypriot
dialect in electro-vocal music. The colloquial tongue
of Greek-Cypriots is situated in the space among
Harmony and Iconoclasm as it is revered by few as
an expression of independence and discarded by
many as a “vulgar” relic of the past.

Tasos Lamnisos (x.ypno) is a member of
NYX, a Nicosia-based D.lL.Y collective, and XMK.
His practice as a producer and singer-songwriter
centers upon the question of (be)longing with
a pronounced focus on the themes of partition,
uprooting, and social exclusion.

DECOLONISING CYPRIOT ARTIFICIAL
INTELLIGENCE
with Alexia Achilleos (CY)

Talk and participatory workshop

As artificial intelligence is increasingly becoming
part of everyday life, we’ll work together to build
the first blocks of a decolonised Cypriot Al, which
reflects the diverse reality of our island.

Alexia Achilleos investigates data and utilises
machine learning processes, to re-examine topics
that impact narrative, biases found within history
and society, but also within technology itself.

KAFEMIO HOSTS RE-START
with Natalia Panayiotou and the Centre
for Social Innovation (CY)

17th of July > 17:00

Experiential workshop for the exchange of personal
experiences and stories between women. What was
the process of their reintegration into the labour
market or the creation of their own business? What
challenges did they face? How were they influenced
by the socio-historical context of Cyprus (British
colonialism, Turkish invasion)?

The workshop will be facilitated by Natalia
Panagiotou, Yasemin Collective and is part of the
Erasmus+ project Re-Start by the Center for Social
Innovation (CSI) Cyprus. The CSl is a Research
and Development organization, which focuses on
fostering social innovation that can bring about
a positive change to local, national, regional, and
global communities.

Conceptualised and produced by Xarkis NGO,
KaFEMio is a space - for women that is run by
women - which came from the need to celebrate
them, nurture their well-being and empower them.

with Belinda Papavasileiou (CY)

Participatory walk and performance

An experiential workshop combining walking,
moving, writing, drawing and dialogue. Through
reconnecting to our bodies, others and our material
surroundings we negotiate our position towards our
human and non human communities. The workshop
entails an exploration and experience of the land
without the pressure of labour and productivity,
to challenge normative social behaviour and to
demystify performance practices. This is central
to Belinda’s methodology of de-colonising the
landscape through movement.

Belinda is a movement and performance
artist. In her artistic work and practice she is
interested in the relationship between bodies, sites/
environments and notions of materiality, reciprocity
and attunement.

PORTRAIT OF A LIFE
with Johanna Kotlaris (CH)

This is a process-oriented workshop that uses
theatre making methodologies to reflect on the way
we create and reproduce biographies. The project
features the results of a performance workshop, in
a collaborative setting, which culminates in a public
presentation during the festival.

Glauco Canalis is an artist and documentary
photographer from Sicily investigating the identity
of the Mediterranean. His research focuses
on youth and underrepresented communities,
architecture and the landscape these inhabit.

Describing themselves as “muezzin without
frontiers”, the Cyrils are fuelled by an irrepressible
desire to explore places only they know exist. The
title Yallah Mickey Mouse admirably sums up both
their stylistic range and their appeal. Part musical
globetrotters with a penchant for desert blues,
part absurdist magpies with a liking of cartoon
humour, they come across a bit like a modernist
trance version of Californian sixties mavericks,
Kaleidoscope.

SUSOBRINO
concert (BE, BO)

Field recordings, percussion, electronic spice and
acoustic instruments. These are the ingredients
chosen to create the perfect Belgian Bolivian. His
didactic study for percussion and rhythm was the
focus of his new album La Hoja de Eucalipto which
brings alive a more active and aggressive part of
Susobrino. The Bolivian Indiana Jones presented
his first serene EP Mapajo in 2018. An EP fully
made of his field recording trip to Bolivia.

Since then he achieved a double win for the
Champion Sound Beat Battle, got Most Promising
Artist at the Red Bull Elektropedia Awards and
played festivals Sfinks, TAZ, Gilles Peterson’s
Worldwide at Leysin and most recently Listen!

Combined with Gamelan
music forms of Indonesia, which was also a colony
for many years, the two elements form a musical
composition.

Andys Skordis is a Cypriot composer. His work
includes operas, symphonic works, chamber music,
Gamelan pieces, music for theatre, dance and short
films.
